Liturgical Function

A psalm motet, probably written for use as a votive antiphon substitute during the reign of Mary Tudor. Structurally
the motet is unusual in that it ends with a written-out da capo, a feature otherwise found in the Latin music of this
era only in Robert Johnson’s Domine in virtute tua.

Editorial Conventions

The nomenclature of the voice-parts follows the Tudor convention.

The original clef, staff signature, mensuration symbol and first note of each part are shown on the prefatory staves.

Editorial accidentals are placed above the notes concerned. Accidentals not present individually in the source but
implied by the original staff signatures are placed before the note and have a superscript dot.

Ligatures are denoted by the sign 1.

Spelling of the text has been modernised.

Text repetition signs in the underlay have been expanded editorially in italics.

Notes on the Readings of the Source

In the notes below, each reference to a bar or group of bars is separated by an oblique stroke. Within these
references multiple readings in the same voice are separated by commas and readings in different voices by
semicolons. The order within each entry is: 1) bar number; 2) voice; 3) reading of the source. For extended
references subsequent bar numbers are in brackets. Pitches are in capital letters, preceded by a number where
necessary, e.g. 1G = first note G in the bar. The sign # denotes an underlay repeat sign
